While not designed for racing but for comfort and ease
of handling, the Ecfipse will not be appologetic for her
spead or agility. Her standard heads't furling gear and
convenient line clutches are ideal for the single sailor.
Main reefing is also standard to maximize satety afloat

Eclipye’s open transom is not just stvlish. Easy
boarding with the integrated folding ladder makes swim-
ming just that much more fun.  And her shallow draft of
less than a foot and a half brings vou knee deep to your
favorite beach,

The Eclipse's Interior

The Eclipse has been designed. built and outfitted as
an overnighter for four adults or a couple with kids.. She
will also serve as a weekender for two using only the vee
berth for sleeping while preserving the setices, Each
setlee/quarnter berth has ample storage bins undemneath,
Shelves with backrest-bins line the hull for the length of
the main cabin. Four opening pons provide the cabin
with lots of light and air. Teak doors, fiddles, and a teak’
holly sole give the Eclipse a rich, raditional decor. A lifi
hatch with “smoke-colored™ Lexan™ see-through top is
tocated at the forward end of the catan for additional hyghe
and ventilation.

At the forward end of cach scttee 15 a vamity with
storage under. The self contained Butane stove is stowed
under the starboard vanity, and a sink 15 installed in the
port vanity. Each vanity converts into part of the galley
counter that extends the full width of the cabin when o
center insert s in place. Each vanity also serves asa
vige-berth extension for sieeping a full-size adult when a
mattress section is in position,
